House Passes Bill Requiring Infancy Hearing 
Loss Test
NASHVILLE (April 3) Ð  A bill requiring every newborn 
infant in Tennessee to be screened for hearing loss before 
being discharged from the hospital was passed 
overwhelmingly by the House on Thursday.
   “Having a child who is deaf can be overwhelming, 
especially when you do not recognize the symptoms" says 
Rep. Hackworth.  Now we can be certain that every 
parent walking out the door with their new baby will have 
the opportunity to give their child every chance to 
succeed.”
   Current statistics show that nearly 3 out of every 1,000 
children in the United States are born deaf or hard-of-
hearing, and that 9 out of every 10 children who are born 
deaf are born to parents who can hear. Early diagnosis 
and treatment of hearing loss in a child is shown to 
prevent long-term problems.
   In addition to requiring newborn hearing screenings, the 
legislation also requires the Department of Health to refer 
any child who does not pass to the Tennessee Early 
Intervention System. 
Energy Conservation and Pollution Testing Bills Pass 
Unanimously
   This year’s push of environmentally friendly legislation 
continued as the House of Representatives passed 
important legislation dealing with energy conservation 
and pollution management. 
   “Every year thousands of people visit our state because 
of its beautiful parks and pristine rivers,” said State 
Representative Hackworth. “By doing what we can to 
protect our waters and conserve our resources, we ensure 
that our natural resources will be available for generations 
to come.”

   House Bills 2815 and 2817 require the Department of 
Finance & Administration and the Department of General 
Services to implement specific yearly energy 
conservation goals for state-owned facilities including all 
state colleges and universities and provide annual reports 
on energy efficiency in state government. 
   “By enacting this legislation, we set a standard to 
organizations, businesses and homes in Tennessee that 
going green and being energy efficient is not a fad, but a 
way of life that we all must begin to embrace,” 
Hackworth said. 
   In addition to energy conservation legislation, the 
House took up important legislation dealing with 
pollution testing in the East Tennessee Pigeon River. All 
three bills passed the House unanimously. House 
Democrats are considering three key war policy 
provisions to attach to the upcoming supplemental 
spending bill, setting up what is likely to be another 
doomed fight with President Bush and his Republican 
allies in Congress.
FIVE YEARS OF WAR
Last month marked the fifth anniversary of the start of the 
Iraq war. The war is costing Americans $10 billion a 
month, and 66% of Americans oppose the war. A CBS 
News Poll showed that 64% of Americans think that the 
results of the war were not worth it. Chairman Howard 
Dean issued the following statement on the anniversary: 
"We were misled into a war in which the President has 
continuously cherry-picked the facts and ignored the re-
alities on the ground... Senator McCain refuses to ac-
knowledge the lack of political progress, or outline a plan 
for a way forward that will bring our troops home. As we 
look to elect a new president this November, the choice 
for voters is clear. If you want to end the war in Iraq and 
bring our troops home responsibly, elect a Democrat. If 
you want a 100 year war in Iraq, vote for John McCain."

Democrats May Attach War Policy 
Riders to Supplemental Spending 
Bill
House Democrats are considering 
three key war policy provisions to 
attach to the upcoming supplemental 
spending bill, setting up what is likely 
to be another doomed fight with 
President Bush and his Republican 
allies in Congress.
But a Senate measure that would re-
quire future U.S. reconstruction aid 
for Iraq to be provided in the form of 
loans appeared to be gathering bipar-
tisan support across Capitol Hill, giv-
ing it the best chance of passing both 
chambers.

Tough Economic Times Hit Tennes-
see (WTVF-TV Nashville)
 
Gov. Phil Bredesen is preparing to 
make deeps cuts to balance the state's 
budget. Like many states, Bredesen 
said Tennessee fell short on the 
amount of expected revenue.  Brede-
sen said he has not decided on exactly 
where the cuts will come from, but 
proposed raises for state employees 
may be affected.  He also said unlike 
in the past, there will likely be no ad-
ditions to the rainy day fund.

Tenn. AG: Pay ban for illegal im-
migrants is unconstitutionalA legis-
lative proposal to make it a crime for 
illegal immigrants to accept pay for 
work done in Tennessee is unconstitu-
tional, the state's attorney general said 
in a legal opinion released Wednes-
day. Attorney General Bob Cooper 
wrote in the opinion that the proposal 
would conflict with the Federal Labor 
Standards Act, which protects work-
ers' rights to receive minimum and 
overtime wages. Federal courts have 
said those protections "apply regard-
less of immigration status and that all 
workers are entitled to be paid for 
work that they have performed," 
Cooper said in the opinion.
